Laivo istorija

Sis ,Flyvefisken” klasés laivas pastatytas Danijoje 1989 m. ir buvo
vadinamas P550 ,Flyvefisken” (liet. zuvis skraiduolé). ki 2008 m. jis
priklausé Danijos karaliskajam kariniam laivynui. 2008 m. laivas pra-
déjo tarnyba Lietuvos kariniy jary pajégy Karo laivy flotiléje. Puo-
seléjant Kariniy jary pajégy tradicijas karo laivus pavadinti istoriniy
Lietuvos etnokultdriniy regiony gyventojy vardais, patruliniam laivui
P11 buvo suteiktas vardas ,Zemaitis”. Laivo jgula bendradarbiauja su
TelSiy miestu. Sio miesto herbas yrair laivo P11 ,Zemaitis” herbo dalis.

Dabar P11 ,Zemaitis” yra vienas i$ keturiy Patruliniy laivy diviziong
sudaranciy laivy. Sio diviziono paskirtis — kontroliuoti, saugoti ir ginti
Lietuvos teritorine jlrg ir isskirtine ekonomine zona, uztikrinti sau-
gia laivyba, atlikti paieskos ir gelbéjimo operacijas ir kitas uzduotis.
Laivas aktyviai dalyvauja jvairiuose nacionaliniuose ir tarptautiniuose

mokymuose: ,Baltic Fotress”, ,Amber Hope®, ,Open Spirit", ,Baltops”,
,Danex/Northern Coasts” ir kt.

~Flyvefisken” klasés laivas

Daugiafunkciai ,Flyvefisken” (dar vadinami ,Standardflex 300) klasés
laivai nuo 1989 iki 1996 mety buvo statomi Danijos laivy statykloje
,Danyard A/S", esancioje Olborge. Sie daugiafunkciai laivai turi ga-
limybe per trumpa laikg bati pritaikyti prieSmininéms, antvandeni-
néms ar kitoms kovinéms funkcijoms, kai laive sumontuojama Sioms
funkcijoms atlikti reikalingos jrangos platforma. Laivo korpusas paga-
mintas i$ stiklo pluostu sustiprinto plastiko, kuris, siekiant uztikrinti
laivo jgulos sauguma, numatytose vietose sustiprintas metalo ploks-
témis.

2012 m. Lietuvai priklausanciuose patruliniuose laivuose P11 ,,Zemai-
tis’, P12 ,,Dzlkas” ir P14 ,Aukstaitis” buvo jdiegta taktiné uzduociy
valdymo sistema. Si sistema, i$ jvairiy laive jmontuoty jutikliy, gauna
iSsamius, matematiskai tikslius duomenis apie jaroje esancius laivus
ir lektuvus: tokie objektai gali bati identifikuojami jvairiomis aplinkos
salygomis. Siai sistemai taip pat yra pajungtas laivo artilerinio pabuklo
valdymas.

Ship’s name

Lithuanian Navy ship (LNS) “Zemaitis” (“Samogitian”) (P11) was named
after the Baltic tribe of Samogitians and current ethnic region of Lithua-
nia. This symbolizes historical roots of Lithuanian nation and the state.
The Samogitians were also called as Lowlanders because they lived in
Central Lowlands of Lithuania, Westwards of the Nevezis River. However,
currently Samogitia lost its geographic meaning since Samogitians
occupy the Northern area of Lithuania in Telsiai heights. The Samogitians
were known as warlike, stubborn and slow-tempered people.

Ship’s history

This FLYVEFISKEN class ship was built in Denmark in 1989 and was
named P550 Flyvefisken (engl. Fly fish). Up to 2008 she belonged to
the Royal Danish Navy. In 2008 the ship was transferred to Lithuanian
Navy. Cherishing Lithuanian Navy traditions, to name naval ships after
residents of historical and ethnical regions of Lithuania, Lithuanian
Navy ship (LNS) Zemaitis is named after resident of historical and
current ethnic region of Lithuania — Samogitia. The town of Telsiai is
the partner town of the LNS Zemaitis (P11). The official coat of arms of
Telsiai had been integrated to the crest of the ship.

Currently LNS Zemaitis (P11) isone of the four ships consisting Lithuanian
Navy’s patrol ships squadron. The squadron carries out patrol duties in
territorial sea and exclusive economic zone, executes search and rescue
tasks and other duties. During its service in Lithuanian Navy the patrol
vessel P11 Zemaitis participated in a number of international exercise
such as: Baltic Fortress, Amber Hope, Open Spirit, Baltops, Danex/Noco
and etc.

Flyvefisken class ship

Multifunctional Flyvefisken (also called Standardflex 300) class ships
were built in the Danish shipyard Danyard A/S in Aalborg from 1989 to
1996. As a multifunctional these ships have the ability in a short time
be adjusted for minecountermeasures, anti air/surface/submarine
warfare tasks or other functions, then special platform with necessary
equipment to perform these functions can be installed. The hull is made
from glass reinforced plastic, which due to crew safety in some places is
reinforced by metal plates.

In 2012 modern combat management systems had been installed in
patrol ships P11 Zemaitis, P12 Dzukas and P14 Aukstaitis. The system
helps operator under different environmental conditions to identify
offshore objects, by using various on-board sensors and mathemati-
cally calculated data. Control of ship’s artillery gun is connected to the
system.
